
Safe Use of the School Bus... 
Arrive at the bus stop in plenty of time - we 

recommend at least 5 mins early 

Don’t play around at the bus stop, or stand 

too close to the kerb 

Find a safe place to cross the road, not 

close behind or in front of the bus 

Be sure not to distract the bus driver’s 

attention - you could cause an accident 

Stay seated for the whole journey.  If you 

have to stand, make sure you hold on tightly 

to the hand rails 

Please make sure that any rubbish goes in 

the bin, and not on the floor 

Do not bring Chewing Gum onto the bus 

Always show your pass to the driver when 

you board the School Bus

SCHOOL BUS PASS - CONDITIONS OF USE 

Your bus pass may only be used by the named pass 

holder.  It may only be used for one journey to the 

school or college shown on it, and one journey home 

again at the finish of the normal school or college 

day.  It is only valid on the bus number shown on the 

front of the pass.  It must be shown to the driver 

every journey, and to any bus inspector on request.  If  

the pass is not produced you will be asked to pay the 

cash fare; if you cannot pay the fare you may be 

refused travel.  Passes do not entitle you to any 

priority over other passengers.  Bus passes are not 

valid if  damaged or defaced, and remain the property 

of A-Line Travel.  The driver reserves the right to 

refuse travel or terminate your journey if they feel 

your behaviour is putting other passengers in danger.  

SMOKING AND ANTI-SOCIAL BEHAVIOUR WILL NOT 

BE TOLLERATED, AND MAY LEAD TO THE PASS BEING 

WITHDRAWN AND PUPILS BANNED FROM THE  BUS.
